Committee Meeting, 24 July 2005

1. City Council mooring policy update

Mark outlined the latest Council document. Monica was concerned that the flat rate, regardless of length, was extremely unfair. Various people said that it had been brought up with the Council, but they refused to budge, saying they'd rather get the policy up and running. We agreed to push for a 25% single occupancy discount now, and consider the length issue when the policy is running.

Mark wondered if it's worth getting stories in the newspaper about the policy. Luther suggested waiting until it's more finalised.

Luther said the next meeting with Debbie Kaye (Council) and Geoff Facer (CamCon) is 25th July, 3.30.

ACTION: MARK will make sure the following points are raised at the meeting:

· If the mooring policy will raise £52k, where will the money go? A percentage should be invested in

· services for boaters.

· Areas should be set aside for wide-beams.

· How will the Council distinguish between genuine liveaboards and others?

· Do they have a list of who was here in March 05? If so, can we see it?

· Push for mooring fee to be payable in installments. (Council document is non-committal.)

· Push for 25% single occupancy.

· The mooring questionnaire.

2. Mooring questionnaire

Mark and Craig distributed a questionnaire to find out how many boaters are seriously considering applying for mooring space in April next year. They got 52 responses from about 150 questionnaires. Toni pointed out that every response stated they were liveaboards (maybe some weren't) and intended to apply for a licence. It is not known why the others didn't respond. There were lots of positive responses from boaters – particularly Stourbridge – about the questionnaire.

Lindsay brought up the issue of fixed, named mooring spaces. There was disagreement about whether they

would be needed if the whole policy is to work. Mark said we can bring this up with the council next year, if there are problems.

3. Boat Open Day – 7 August 2005

Robin and Toni had spoken to Emma about arrangements. The following boats are definites: Rubicon, Montie, Roe, Adam's DB, A 'GOBA guy'. These boats are maybes: A dragon boat, Ali's DB, Oddball. Any other boats can come along and open their doors on the day.

· MARK will talk to Liz on Rosie about cruises.

· MARK will write a fact sheet to go into Alison's booklet

· MIKE will put a whole load of stuff in the newsletter.

· MIKE will make 50 posters, 300 flyers, 4 invites

· LINDSAY will supply t-shirt artwork to ROBIN on tuesday night, who'll get 100 made.

· MONICA will write press releases, letters and adverts when she gets final info from EMMA

· EMMA will see if The Georgina is going out on the day.

· LISA will give last year's info to Elisabeth, who will re-write, making it less political

· LISA will email last year's poster to Mike.

· TONI will coordinate flyer distribution, and put some posters up.

· SOMEBODY will get balloons made. MIKE to supply artwork.
