	(a) Broadband: Jay to ask Georgina people (Rupert) if they would host wireless broadband for the boaters.
(b) Hire boats in resident moorings: This is an increasing problem now that summer is coming! Rob to ring Bridge Boat Yard and ask them to make sure the people hiring their boats know where they are allowed to moor.

(c) Water point on Stourbridge – Luther had a meeting about this – he needs to report back to the committee.

(d) There was more discussion about all the things the council aren’t doing! It was agreed we needed a meeting with them and that we need to prioritise what to ask for (Andy is already sending email – see point 1).

(e) The council are planning a pricing review in September. It will be an open meeting for ALL boaters. They are interested in looking at alternative charging options e.g. per foot, be area. It was generally felt that they should just leave it all as it is i.e. linked to council tax band A. 
(f) The Environment Agency invited us to attend a meeting and take a display poster. Not everyone saw the email because the attachments were too large. Helen will extract the important info from the attachments and re-send to everyone then if anyone wants to go they can!
