	(2) Communication with external organisations
	

	a. Cambridge City Council
	Zoë, Liz, Rod, Helen and Tom Lynn (in place of Rob) had attended the Moorings Review Meeting on 12th Dec with the City Council and other stakeholders (eg rowers, anglers, other community associations). At the meeting, Phil Back reported back on the results of the moorings survey, then stakeholders discussed some of the issues raised in groups. The majority of respondents were in favour of no change to the current moorings fee, the number of licences issued or other aspects of the moorings scheme. However, other stakeholders felt that the questionnaire was inappropriately skewed towards enabling boaters to put forward their views. The rowers also felt that they had not been adequately represented as too few of them had been invited to complete a questionnaire. The Council will prepare a report of proposed actions based on Phil Back’s findings which they will present to the Scrutiny Committee early in 2008.

Roz and Liz volunteered to attend the next quarterly meeting with the Council at 10am on Friday 25th January. Items for the agenda of this meeting include clarifying the right to use visitor moorings (whether residential licence-holders and people on the waiting-list may use them); noticeboards at the Jesus Green and Stourbridge Common water points.
