Boat owners would like to pay Council Tax or a mooring fee, however the Valuation Office who define what’s treated as a dwelling for Council Tax purposes say…

Re: Caravans and Boats

There are specific provisions governing the treatment of these for Council Tax purposes.

· Caravans and boats which remain permanently on their pitches or at their moorings, and which are occupied as sole or main residences, will be treated as dwellings for council tax together with their pitches or moorings

· Where caravans and boats are not permanently sited the pitches and moorings alone may be treated as dwellings provided they are only ever occupied by caravans or boats which are sole or main residences

This means boats moored on Jesus Green/Midsummer Common/Stourbridge Common  regularly move, they DON’T qualify for Council Tax. As riparian owner The Council has not yet provided boat owners with permanent moorings in which case they can’t charge boat owners council tax. 

Let us not forget the only financial contributors to the River Cam’s upkeep is made by boaters, rowers and anglers (anyone paying a river licence). No percentage of anyone’s council tax or taxes goes towards the river’s maintenance. I believe it is only fair that the proposed Mooring fee reflects this otherwise residential boat owners would pay an excessive amount for the right to have the most limited facilities of any boating community in the country.
